


Abbreviations

Grovemusic.com uses abbreviations for general terms, in bibliographies, and for library
archives. Access the lists of abbreviations by choosing the Browse icon from any page
and then choosing Abbreviations from the Browse menu.

You can then choose one of the following:

* General abbreviations
The abbreviations for music terms, places, academic degrees, etc.
Includes the many abbreviations used in work-lists.

» Bibliographical Abbreviations
Abbreviations used in bibliographic citations.

» Library Sigla
Abbreviations for libraries holding music-related manuscripts.

The system of library sigla in this dictionary follows that used in its publications
(Series A) by Repertoire International des Sources Musicales, Kassel, by
permission. Below are listed the sigla to be found; a few of them are additional to
those in the published RISM lists, but have been established in consultation with
the RISM organization. Some original RISM sigla that have now been changed
are retained here.

In the dictionary, sigla are always printed in italic. In any listing of sources a
national sigillum applies without repetition until it is contradicted.

Within each national list below, entries are alphabetized by sigillum, first by
capital letters (showing the city or town) and then by lower-case ones (showing
the institution or collection).

In each case a full list will be displayed.

Use the A-Z buttons to move through the list, scrolling down the page to find the term
you want,

OR

Enter a term in the search box and hit return or press go.

Search from Article View

In the Find Abbreviations box in the navigation bar across the top of the screen enter the

abbreviation you wish to find and then hit return or press Find Abbreviation.

The selected term will be displayed in the left-hand frame, with the full meaning beneath
the abbreviation.

Grovemusic.com uses British spellings, such as ‘colour’, ‘centre’, 'kilometre', and ‘theatre’
except for named institutions such as the Lincoln Center.

To search for aterm that has alternative spellings (e.g. US spellings, alternative forms of
transliteration, etc.), type an exclamation mark after the word and surround with quotes.

For example:
+ ‘theater! finds ‘theater’ and ‘theatre’
* ‘Rachmaninoff!’ finds ‘Rachmaninoff’ and ‘Rachmaninov’

Article view

Navigating an article
Use the arrows at the right-hand side of the top grey navigation bar or, in a large article,
move directly to a chosen section from the table of contents displayed automatically in
the left-hand frame.

Finding a term inside an article
Use Control + F on your browser to display the 'Find' pop-up box. Type in the term you
wish to find and the next instance of that term will be highlighted in the text.

Cross-references
Cross-references within articles are underlined and/or highlighted in a different colour.
Click on the highlighted text to navigate to the article or section to which it refers.

Figure references with images available for viewing online are underlined and/or high-
lighted. Click on the highlighted text to view the image. Close the image window to return
to the text.

Note that for copyright reasons many of the illustratioih@New Grove Dictionary
of Music and Musicianare not available online. Where they are not available, cross-
references to figures will not be highlighted.

Tables of contents

If the article has several sections identified by subheadings, these will appear in the table
of contents displayed in the frame to the left of the article view. If it says “Opera” below
the headword this indicates that the article has comefraNew Grove Dictionary

of Opera.

Use the scroll bar to move down through the headings and click on a heading to open
that section of the article.

The table of contents is always in the left-hand frame so that when you are exploring
other resources available for each article you can easily return to any place within that
article. You can also click on the *Article’ link in the top grey navigation bar to return to
the article at any time.

Abbreviations
In the Find abbreviation box in the top grey navigation bar enter the abbreviation you
wish to find and then hit return or click on Find abbreviation

The selected term will be displayed, with the full meaning appearing beneath the abbre-
viation in the left-hand frame. To re-display the article ‘Table of Contents’ click on ‘Back
to Table of Contents.’

lllustrations

Choose ‘lllustrations’ from the top grey navigation bar to view a list of imagesiem
New Grove Dictionary of Music and Musicians, second editiowhich we have
permission to show online. For copyright reasons we cannot show all the illustrations
which appear in print. Click on a caption to view the image.

Within illustrations there is also a list of links to pages on the web with related illustra-
tions. Some articles will have a list of 3D images. These fully interactive images have
been specially commissioned for grovemusic.com and detail instruments and how they
work, they are animated and contain special features and details of the parts of an
instrument.

Related articles

Choose ‘Related Articles’ from the top grey navigation bar to view the list of related
articles. From the related articles view, click on an article title to view that article. If you
want to go back to the original article click on the ‘Back’ button in your Internet browser

Links
Links (hyperlinks to other sites on the Internet) can be chosen from the article menu in
the top grey navigation bar.

The links are categorized: lllustrations, Sound, Organizations, General and Literature.
lllustrations and Sound can be accessed by clicking on lllustrations or Sound in the top
grey navigation bar.

Currently only a selection of articles have external links. We are constantly researching
and extending this facility so please bear with us if the article you are viewing does not
feature any links. We also welcome any suggestions from users for informative sites.

To view the links, open the list and click on a caption to navigate to that site. From this
point you may explore the site further. Close the external site to refina tdew
Grove Dictionary of Music and Musiciaby closing the pop-up window.

Sound
Click on ‘Sound’ in the top grey navigation bar. A list will be displayed of sound files
hosted on the grovemusic.com and external links to web pages with sound files and
musical examples which can be played using Scorch.

Browse

The browse icon at the top of the screen takes you to a number of options for browsing
the A-Z lists featured on grovemusic.com.

Articles A-Z
‘Articles A-Z’ lists the headings of all the articles in the dictionary. Choose a letter to
view the list of articles with headwords beginning with that letter.

You can locate an article in two ways:

* Click onthe first letter of an article in the A-Z list at the top of the screen. Use the
scroll bar and the arrows at the far right of the screen to move to the relevant page of
the list.

* Inthe‘Goto’ box in the top navigation bar type in the article you wish to find then hit
return or click on ‘Go to.’

» Click on the article heading to view the article.

Abbreviations A-Z

Contributors A-Z
Choosing Contributors A-Z will display a list of Contributors to grovemusic.com.

Index A-Z

Browse the index by clicking on a letter to view the list of index points beginning with that
letter. Use the scroll bar and the arrows to the far right of the screen to move to the
relevant page of the list. In the ‘Go to’ box in the top navigation bar type in the index
entry you wish to find then hit return or click on ‘Go to.’

* Entries with ‘Go’ to the right of them: Click on ‘Go’ to take you to the main refer-
ence for that article. If you move your mouse over the ‘Go’ icon it will highlight the
article in which this entry appears. If there is more than one reference for a top-level
entry there will be further numeric icons (2, 3, 4 etc). Clicking on these will take to
you to subsequent references for that entry.

» Entries with + to the left of them: These entries have further sub-sections. The entry
will be a hypertext link. Clicking on the + or on the entry itself will bring up a new
window with all the sub-sections and their references displayed.

This feature will provide a list of contributors to grovemusic.com.

The List of Contributors is still being constructed and edited. Once it is included in the
site we will give contributors' names, their professional affiliation or place of work or
residence; and the titles of the articles they have prepared.

Displaying
fonts

Some users may experience problems displaying non-standard characters especially
Eastern European diacritics. There are some easy steps that can be taken to remedy this.
If you find that you are still having problems then follow the instructions below which will
allow you to download the necessary fonts.

Accents are not always displayed in search results. We do this so that the user does not
have to enter accented characters in the search box. If you go to an entry and the head-
word does not display the correct accents then refresh the page by clicking on the article
title at the top of the table of contents in the left-hand frame. In the majority of cases this
should solve any display problems. However, if you are still experiencing problems

please consult the Unicode information below.

Unicode

To handle a diverse range of characters the site uses the Unicode standard. To give itits
full title, the Unicode Worldwide Character Standard is a character coding system
designed to support the interchange, processing, and display of the written texts of the
diverse languages of the modern world. In addition, it supports classical and historical
texts of many written languages.

Unfortunately this standard is not fully implemented across all browsers and platforms

and the grovemusic.com site represents a compromise solution that displays as many
characters as possible within the constraints of common operating systems, browsers and
standard font installations.

The default font used by grovemusic.com is Arial. Earlier versions of Windows 95 and
the Mac OS have versions of Arial with a limited number of characters. If your browser
is not displaying all characters correctly (i.e. if you see ? or a block) then try download-
ing the latest version, for free, from Microsoft bys going to the following website:
http:/Mww.microsoft.com/typography/fontpack/default.ntm. Scroll down the page

until you find the Arial fonts. Make sure you download the Arial family of fonts and not
just Arial Black. Some versions of Microsoft Office 2000 for Windows include a version

Installing Unicode from a Mac OS CD

Insert the Mac OS9 CD that came with your computer. Double-click the CD icon on
your desktop and open the folder called ‘Software Installers.” Then open the folder
‘Language Kits.” Double-click ‘Install Language Kits.” Choose ‘Software for the Central
European Languages.’ You will be prompted to restart your computer. Once restarted
double-click the CD icon on your desktop and open the folder called ‘CD Extras.’
Inside that open the folder ‘Language Kits CD Extras.’ Double-click ‘Central
European.img.’ This will mount the image on your desktop. Double-click ‘Central
European’ on your desktop. Open the folder called ‘Fonts.’ Drag and drop the fonts
inside this folder on to your closed System Folder. The fonts will be automatically copied
and installed to your Fonts folder.

Explore

The Explore features enables you to find articles using a subject classification devised for
grovemusic.com. Articles are classified according to genre, date and nationality.

The top-level groups are arranged as follows:
 Composers

» Performers

* Printers and publishers

* Writers

The number to the immediate right of each category tells you how many articles are in
that group. Each group is further sub-divided.

Choose from one of the groups to view a list of articles in the group selected. The list of
articles will appear on the right-hand side of the screen. To view an article click on the
article headword in the list.

Groups are then divided depending on their top-level heading. Scroll down the vertical
bar in the middle of the screen to see all the categories. Entries are accessible in various
ways so that under composers you can access all French composers, then specify a
century, or alternatively you can choose a date span initially and then a country.

To move to the next page of results scroll down to the bottom of the results list using the
navigation bar on the far right of the screen and click on page number.

This section of the site is still in development, and as such only includes a small propor-
tion of the categories that will ultimately be included. The organization of the data is also
being improved on an ongoing basis and any inconsistencies corrected.

* The 'File' menu also has a 'Print Preview' so you can see which frame you have
selected.

Search Article Search

The Article Search box appears on the top left-hand side of every page. It allows you to
find an article simply by searching for atermin the article title.

Enter a term in the box and press return or hit ‘Go.’ Click on an article in the list to view
it in full. Articles with a button saying opera are taken fitime New Grove Dictionary
of Opera

Only main article headings are searched for in this facility. For subheadings, search on the
main heading then browse the article using the Tables of Contents to locate a specific
subheading.

To search the complete text, gé-taL TEXT SEARCH.

Full text search

Use this facility to search the entire text of the dictionary for every mention of a subject.
Choose the Search icon from any page to go to the Search page. From here you can
search the entire text of the dictionary for any term.

Enter one or more terms in the box (use double quotation marks for a phrase) and press
return or click on Search. A list of articles matching your criteria will be displayed.

The results of your search will depend on the search mode.

Entering search terms

» ltis not necessary to be case-specific when typing your search query, even for
proper names. Typing the letters in either upper or lower case will retrieve the same
results.

» Itis not necessary to key the accents on foreign letters or other special characters
when conducting a search. Typing the characters without accents will locate the
article, e.g. 'andre’ will find ‘André"; 'golitsin’ will find ‘Golitsi'n.

» To search for a phrase, surround it with double quotes, e.g. "keyed trumpet"

» ALTERNATIVE SPELLINGS To search for a term that has alternative spellings (e.g. US
spellings, various forms of transliteration, etc.) type an exclamation mark after the
term and surround with quotes, e.g. 'center!' finds ‘centre’' and 'center'.

» "Rachmaninoff!" finds 'Rachmaninoff, 'Rachmaninov' and ‘Rakhmaninov'

* WiLbcaArDs AND Fuzzy SEArRcHES If you are uncertain of the spelling, use wildcards,
e.g. ‘Mus*’ finds ‘Musorgsky’

The default settings on search ame€EpTSearcH with HiT HicHLIGHTING on. Click the
option you prefer to change the settings.

Search modes The search mode determines the results of your query. Three modes are available.
Choose the search mode that is the most appropriate for your query. It is worth experi-
menting with different modes to find the results that most clearly match your needs.

Concept Search

This mode searches on a concept, matching any words that are synonymous or related in
meaning or form (e.g. plurals):

» Asearch on ‘state’ will also match ‘province,’ ‘country’ and ‘land’

» Asearch on ‘mouse’ will also match ‘mice’

Concept search incorporates a thesaurus of synonyms. This feature finds matches for
words related to the search term(s), generating a much wider range of results than would
be found using one-to-one searching.

To use concept searching, select the concept radio button. Type a word or words in the
search box, then click on search or press return.

To search for a phrase in concept mode, type double quotation marks around it:

* Asearchon ‘“gold medal”’ (with double quotation marks) will find instances of
both words together, exactly as typed, whereas a search on ‘gold medal’ (without
any quotation marks) will find results that contain both words or either word.

In the Search Results, articles containing both words will appear before those containing
only one of the words; see Ranking.

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Search modes,

Pattern search

cont’d This search mode looks for words similar in spelling to those entered.

Pattern mode is useful when searching for words with alternative spellings:
» asearch on ‘Moussorgski’ will match ‘Musorgsky’

» asearch on ‘center’ will match ‘centre’

» asearch on ‘bariton’ will match ‘baryton’ and ‘baritone’

It is helpful if you are uncertain how to spell a word:

To use pattern searching , select the pattern radio button. Type a word or words in the
search box; then click on search or press return.

Boolean search
This mode searches only for exact matches for a word or a phrase (e.g. if you want
‘baryton’ but not ‘baritone’). The search results are not ranked.

Boolean mode is useful when you are searching for a common term that has many
associations, since you can use Boolean operators (AND, ADJ, OR, NOT) to refine
your search.

For example, use them to search for articles that combine multiple search terms:
* ‘Berlioz AND trumpet’

» ‘opera AND moscow AND musorgsky’

‘interlude OR intermezzo’

‘keyed bugle ADJ 2’ [i.e. two adjacent terms]

‘cornet NOT cornett’

You can also use them to search for articles that exclude a term:
*  ‘York NOT New’ would find articles on York, but not New York

For boolean searches omit all punctuation marks except apostrophes or, if you do use
punctuation, enclose the term in double quotation marks.

To use boolean searching, select the Boolean radio button. Type a word or words in the
search box; then click on search or press return.

Highlight search terms

The Highlight search terms facility highlights all words in an article that satisfy the search
criteria. When this function is selected, you will be directed to the best match in the
article. Scroll through the article for other matches.

The most exact matches are highlighted in red, with less precise matches shown in cooler
colours.

Explain search results

When the Explain search results facility is selected, an explanation will appear as to how
the highlighted term was derived from the search term entered. A symbol [?] appears
following a highlighted search term in an article. Click on this symbol for an explanation

of how this term was derived from the original search term.

This function is particularly useful for broad terms that produce hundreds of matches, and
it demonstrates the thesaurus incorporatedNgePTSEARCH

Expert search

Expert searching allows you to search more precisely. It can be used in concept and
pattern modes (but not in Boolean).

» In ConcerPTMODE, You can select and exclude specific meanings of a word,

* In PaTTERN MODE, yOU can select or exclude specific spelling variations.

Expert search also allows you to alter the weight of different words within your query.

Expert searching is useful when searching on a generic word or on one with many
meanings or similar spellings.

To use Expert search, select expert search on the Search page, then enter your search
terms and click on search or press return.

Instead of the Search results, you will be presented with a list of all the words in your
guery. For each word, you can select:

*  Weight for this word within the query. Choose how important this word is compared
to the other words in the query (10 = most important).

* One or more variations of the word used in the search. (If the listis empty, it means
that the dictionary/thesaurus does not recognize any synonyms or alternative spellings
for your search term.)

* In ConceptmoDE, the variations displayed are different meanings of the
word and will affect which synonyms are matched or excluded in your search
results. For example, among the definitions of "mute" in the embedded
thesaurus are ‘[adjective] lacking the power of facility of speech’ and [verb]
to decrease or dull the sound of.” If you are interested in the use of trumpet
mutes, choose the second option to focus the search on the meaning you
want.

Similarly, a combination of Expert search andrBrn mode allows you to choose

cont’d which of the available spelling variations best matches your query word. The words you

choose determine which of the alternative spellings will be matched in the search.

For example, if your search word is ‘armour,’ you could choose spelling variations
‘armoury,’ ‘armourer’ and ‘armor’ but not ‘amour.’

Select the weight and variations for each word and then click on search to view the
results.

Search results

The Search Results page displays the articles that match the search term.

Results
In concept and pattern modes, each result shows a percentage ranking, the article
heading, and the first few lines of text.

The percentage ranking reflects the number of times a word appears in an article. Note
that a short biography the subject's name is often replaced by the pronoun ‘He’ or ‘She;’
so the score for the biography will actually be lower than for another article.

Results are displayed in groups of 25 per page. If an article has a button saying Opera
next to it, this indicates it comes frafrhe New Grove Dictionary of Opel@lick on

the links at the bottom of the page to move to the previous, next, or other numbered
pages of results.

Too many results?

» Use the Refine your search button on the Search Results page to make your search
more specific

» Use concept or pattern mode, so that the most likely matches are ranked first

Too few results?

» Try aruLL-TEXT rather thamrTICLE SEARCH

* Try concerTOr PATTERN S€arching rather tharoBLean mode

» Check the &rcH help to ensure you are not entering any special search symbols

» Ifusing BooLean search mode, or if your search is confinedde@isutorsor

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Search results, Ranking
cont’d The search results are ranked from highest to lowest.

Ranking takes a number of factors into account, such as the number of occurrences of
the term, the presence of related terms, distances between terms and the ratio of terms to
words in the document.

When the search term includes more than one word, articles that contain more than one
of those words will appear first in the search results, even if they are not adjacent.

A score of 80% is generally more likely to match your requirements than a score of
60%, but this is only a very rough guide, and it is worth scrolling through all the search
results.

Note that the percentage ranking reflects the number of times a word appears in an
article. However, in a short biography the subject's name is often replaced by the pro-
noun ‘He’ or ‘She,’ so the score for the biography will actually be lower than for another
article.

Refine search results
Click on refine in the search results screen and make further selections.

This is particularly useful if your search was for a broad term such as "composer" that

yielded an unmanageable number of results. You can repeat the process until you reach a

convenient number of results to explore.

* Viewing an article from search results: to view an article in full, click on the heading in
the list of search results.

* Moving to the next or previous search result: to return from an article to the search
results screen, click on your browser's Back button or click on Search Results in the
SEARCH NAVIGATION BAR at the bottom of the text window.

Search navigation bar

Use the bar to move through the search results without having to return to the results list:

» Previous result: displays the previous article in the results; if the current page displays
the first article in the list, this button is greyed out

* Nextresult: displays the next article in the results; if the current page displays the last
article in the list, this button is greyed out

» Searchresults: displays the list of all articles that matched your search.

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Sibelius-
enabled
examples

Many musical examples on grovemusic.com are now interactive and can be listened to
by using Sibelius and Scorch software as indicated by the Sibelius icon.

Clicking on this icon will open the example in a new window which includes the Scorch
toolbar. These examples can be played back through your computer’s speakers using the
FREEDOWNLOADABLE SCORCHPLUG-IN. Details of how to use Scorch are found below.

Because of recent updates by Microsoft, Internet Explorer 5.5 SP2 and 6.0 do not
currently support Scorch musical examples. Explorer 5.5 users may switch to Netscape
or another compatible browser, revert to an older version of Explovexyeroap A

SMALL PLUGIN FROMWWW.SIBELIUS.COM tO correct the problem. Explorer 6.0 users must
switch to a compatible browser or revert to an earlier version of Explorer to view
Sibelius-enabled examples.

Page turns
The previous and next buttons turn pages back and forth for very long examples. In most
grovemusic.com examples these are not used.

Playback controls

The "Sound" button controls which output device you use for playback. If you are in
doubt as to which one to use, try each in turn, playing the score back each time until you
hear it.

The playback controls work much like a conventional CD player. A blue marker indi-
cates where you are on the score. Click the play button to play the score from the start,
or click on a note or chord to begin playback from there. Alternatively press P to play/
pause and [ or ] to rewind and fast forward. The slider controls tempo: left for slow, right
for fast.

Transpose
Should you wish, Scorch allows you to transpose musical examples up or down into any
key using the "Transp" button.

Scorch

Choosing this option will confine your searches to the bibliographical sections.

The search is particularly useful if, for example, you want a list of writings by or about
Wagner, rather than every mention of Wagner in the text.

Search by author (using first initial and surname), book, article title, or city and date of
publication (although not publisher). Omit all punctuation except apostrophes or enclose
the term(s) in double quotation marks. For abbreviations used in bibliographies, see
BiBLIOGRAPHIC ABBREVIATIONS and LIBRARY SIGLA.

Biographies

This specialist feature is used to search only the biographical entries in grovemusic.com
using details such as birth/death dates and places. Enter a search term in one or more of
the boxes, using the Search tips when entering a date:

» date of birth

» date of death

» place of birth

» place of death

e occupation

* nationality

For example, you might want to find biographies of individuals who share a birthday or
year of birth, or who were born in a particular town, or who belong to a specific group
(such as American trumpeters or German brass instrument makers). Enter your choice
and hit return or click on search.

When entering dates, use words (not numbers) for the month. Dates can be specified in
full or limited to any desired combination of day, month or year. For example, a search
for 'May 1932' in the date of birth box will find all articles for people born that month. A
search for '23 May' will find people born that day in any year. The birth or death place
may be a country or a city (e.g. Hamburg or Germany).

Contributors

Choosing this option will enable you to locate all the articles written by a contributor.
Type an author's full name or surname in the box. Omit all punctuation except apostro-
phes or enclose the terms in double quotation marks. Hit return or click on search. A list
of articles written by persons matching that name will be displayed. Click on an article in
the list to view it in full.

Links

Choosing this option will enable you to search the web of links to external web sites
featured in grovemusic.com. Type a keyword in the search box to search all the links for
sites classified under that subject. Use the drop-down menu to restrict your search to
one type of link (e.g. images/sound/organizations/literature/general).

* matches any number of characters (cor* will find cor, cornet, cornett, cornon,

Smyth); specifying a numerical range using a hyphen will find numbers within that
range (199[0-9] will match dates from 1990 to 1999).
